PERFORMANCE AWARD PROGRAM 

What do you do with your Canadian or Partbred Canadian?

Show off your horse’s achievements!

· Canadian horses have excelled at the highest levels in the sport of combined driving and are increasingly competing and winning in open classes at club to advanced levels in Jumping, Dressage, English and Western horsemanship.  To encourage the participation of CHHAPS members in open competitions and to recognize the achievement of performance excellence by their Canadian horses in specific disciplines, CHHAPS has established the Performance Awards Program.  These performance horses are ambassadors of the Canadian breed, and CHHAPS feels that they should be recognized for their efforts. 

· CHHAPS' plan is to acknowledge and reward owners and their Canadians for outstanding performance in the show ring. It should be noted that the emphasis of this award program is on competition and performance. 

· Points are cumulative.  If sufficient points are not collected during the year to qualify for an award, they will continue to accrue and contribute towards future year awards.  If points are not submitted each year, they can be submitted in future years.

· The CHHAPS Performance Awards are presented on a yearly basis by mail or in person at the CHHAPS AGM.  

· All recipients’ names will be published in the CHHAPS newsletter following the AGM. All award winners are encouraged to submit a photo along with a brief write-up of the horse and its achievements.  This information will be published in the newsletter along with the award announcements.

· We invite ALL CHHAPS members who own either pure or partbred Canadians to participate in this exciting program. 

CHHAPS PERFORMANCE  AWARD REQUIREMENTS 


· To qualify, purebred Canadian Horses must be registered with the Canadian Livestock Records Corp. Partbred Canadian Horses must have at least one registered Canadian Horse parent and also must be registered with the CAN ID program. · Horse owner/lessee must be a current member of CHHAPS. 

· If ownership of the participating horse changes, the points stay with the horse (thus points ARE transferable). The new owner may continue to submit points for the horse, providing all requirements are met.

· See the Performance Awards Point System for the various divisions of eligible activities.
· Since it is the horse that is credited for his performance, there will be no extra points given for using several riders for the same type of class in one show.  (i.e. Points will be earned just once for “Western Pleasure” in a show even if the horse is entered in “Western Pleasure Sr.,” “Western Pleasure Jr A,”  “Western Pleasure Jr. B” and/or “Western Pleasure Jr. C.”) 

· Points are accumulated throughout the year and  must be  recorded by the owner/lessee on the Performance Award Point Recording Form.  Forms will be provided upon request or can be downloaded from the CHHAPS website (in pdf format or in Excel file format.)  A Word file may also be requested from the Performance Award Registrar.
· The point collection period ends September 10 of each year. Points must be submitted (and postmarked) by September 15 of the year to qualify for award presentation at that year’s AGM.  
· While we suggest points be submitted each September 15 whether or not you qualify for an award, points are cumulative and can also be submitted in future years.

· Prior to submission, be sure to make copies of your Point Recording Forms, or make a hard copy of your Excel file.  

HOW TO ENTER:

· Complete the Performance Award Program Horse Registration Form (downloaded from the CHHAPS website or requested from the Performance Awards Registrar).  Make cheque out for the one time registration fee (current fee noted on registration form).  This fee is good for the lifetime of the registered horse.

· Submit completed registration form along with the cheque to the CHHAPS Performance Awards Registrar (contact person noted on registration form).
· Begin recording the events that your horse attends, and places in, throughout the year on the Performance Award Point Recording Form (or Excel file) provided.  
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
